
US Highway 212 plays a critical role in connecting Greater Minnesota with the Twin Cities 
Metropolitan Area. This high-priority freight corridor needs to be completed to a four-lane facility 
(closing the 4-lane gaps) to allow for safer and more efficient travel for both people and products.
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Progress and Promise 
•	 Progress has been made toward completing the remaining 2-lane gaps between Chaska and Norwood Young America. 

Environmental work, final design and some right-of-way acquisition has been done as well as work on a new interchange with 
County Road 44 thanks to:

•	 $1.2 million in federal funds •	 $1.1 million in MnDOT and local funds •	 $10.5 million in state bonding

Completing the Vision
The next step is to complete the first $46 million section of US Highway 212 between Carver and Cologne. This shovel-ready project 
is within our reach with some additional federal assistance.
